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ENVIRONMENTAL POLICY STATEMENT

Southern Counties Roofing Contractors are committed to a policy that will lead to a minimising of the adverse impact of our activities upon the environment and on the quality of life of the local communities in which we live and work.  We recognise the need to comply with all legislation, especially that which serves to protect the environment.  We will endeavour to utilise policies and procedures whilst minimising any adverse environmental impact from our operations. Policies specific to our Office Environment.

· We shall endeavour to re-use redundant A4 paper in printers and photocopiers where the reverse side is blank.

· We shall endeavour to re-cycle, through the appropriate facilities all paper, cardboard, glass, tin and other waste.

· We shall endeavour to only purchase photocopy and printer cartridges that can be re-used.

· We shall endeavour to use toilet paper that has been made from re-cycled paper.

· Where appropriate we shall endeavour to use low energy light bulbs in the office.

· Any central heating boiler will be serviced regularly.

· Where cars are used for business journeys, routes will be planned to minimise fuel consumption. 

· All Company cars will be regularly serviced.

We will, where possible:

· Ensure that lights are switched off when not needed.

· Fit light bulbs with wattage appropriate for their purpose.

· Seek eco friendly alternatives for cleaning products used and where possible avoid aerosols.

The Companies will continue to raise environmental issues at staff meetings, at which, current practices, new proposals and our performance will be reviewed and where necessary new targets will be set.
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
